® Participate in partisan political campaigns or
conventions, or make public speeches in the
course of such activity

® Write or publish partisan political articles
signed or authorized by the member for soliciting
votes for or against a partisan political party or
candidate

® Serve as an officer for or sponsor of a partisan
political club

® Participate in any radio, television, or other
program or group discussion as an advocate of a
partisan political party or candidate

® Distribute partisan political literature

® March or ride in a partisan political parade

Social Media Guidelines:

Vote or generally encourage others to vote
Express a personal opinion on political candidates
and issues, but not as a representative of the Armed
Forces.

Make monetary contributions to a political organization

Attend political meetings or rallies as a spectator when
not in uniform

Join a political club and attend its meetings when not
in uniform

Write a letter to the editor of a newspaper expressing a
member’s personal views concerning public
issues provided those views do not attempt‘é‘
to promote a partisan political cause

Display a small political sticker on your
vehicle or wear a political button when not
in uniform and not on duty

Express personal views on public issues
or political candidates (disclaimer may be
required)

“Friend,” “like”

related to group, candidate or political issue

or “follow” pages/posts

voters to the polls, if it is organized by or
associated with a partisan political party or
candidate

Attend, as an official representative of the
Armed Forces, partisan political events, even
without actively participating

Engage in the public or organized recruitment
of others to become partisan candidates for
nomination or election to a civil office

Display a large political sign, banner, or poster
on the top or side of a member’s vehicle

Use contemptuous words concerning the
President, the Vice President, Congress, the
Secretary of Defense, the Secretary of a military
department, the Secretary of Homeland Security
or the Governor or legislature of any State,
Commonwealth or possession in which member
is on duty or present

The synergy that is gained by combining the people who provide those processes into one
organization, the 507th LRS, ensures the wing is truly an expeditionary, ready and agile force.

open season for the 2019 Federal
Employees Health Benefits (FEHB)
Program, Federal Flexible Spending Accounts
Program (FSAFEDS), and the Federal Employees
Dental and Vision Insurance Program (FEDVIP).

Open season ends on Dec. 10.

The 72nd Force Support Squadron is hosting
a health benefits fair, open to all base personnel,
Nov. I from 8 a.m. to 4 p.m. and Nov. 2 from 8 a.m.
to 3 p.m. in the Oklahoma Room located in Bldg.
3001 next to the main cafeteria.

During the open season, employees may
enroll, change health plans or options, cancel
enrollment, change to Self Only, Self+1 or Self
and Family and waive or begin participation in
premium conversion.

he Air Force is extending

the high year of tenure
for senior airmen through
technical sergeants beginning
Feb. 1, 2019.

The memo, signed Oct. 18,
2018, extends the high year
of tenure from
eight to 10
years for senior
airmen, from 15
to 20 years for
staff sergeants
and from 20
to 22 years for
technical sergeants.

Airmen in these ranks
who reach their HYT prior
to Feb. 1, 2019, or those who
are currently approved for
separation or retirement
under the previous HYT
limits, may submit a request to
extend their HYT beginning
Oct. 24 to the updated limit
if government funds have
not been expended on their
separation or retirement, such

as moving expenses.

“This is just one of the ways
we are working to manage
the talent we currently have,”
said Chief Master Sgt. of the
Air Force Kaleth O. Wright.
