A few basic rules to follow when

When getting stuck in snow try
clearing a path by moving the
wheels back and forth to clear
a path, Shift into low gear
first (or with stick shift,
First) and apply power slowly.

The Air Force Specialty Knowledge Test
(AFSKT) will be administered in the following
career fields during the December UTA. Airmen
will be tested in Bldg Nr 200 at 0800 hours,
Sunday, 19 Dec 65. Bldg 200 is located east
of Parking Lot Nr 2 which is just east of the
flag pole and Fire Station Nr 1.

3 Level: Any career field.
5 and 7 Level: 20, 24, 27, 29, 31, 46, 47,
54, 56, 60, 62 and 73.

The AFSKT will be administered during the
January UTA in the following career fields: 22.
23, 25, 30, 32, 3k, 4O, 53, 55, 57, 58, 59, 65,
