BASE PAY INCREASE PROVISIONS LISTED 

Basic pay of all members of the Armed 
Forces was increased 5.6 percent by the 
Uniformed Services Pay Act of 1967. 
President Johnson signed the bill Dec. 
16, 1967 and it was made retroactive 
to Oct. 1, 1967.

Here are some of the law's specific 

provisions: 
lo a 506 percent increase in basic pay. 
2. increases dependency allowance for 

grades E-1 through 4. 
J. authorizes basic quarters allowance 

for certain bachelor personnel in con­
nection with PCS. 

4. provides bonuses for some doctors 
who voluntarily extend active duty time. 

5. establishes r evised procedures 
in regard t o r et i r ed pay. 

6. t ies average military pay increases 
to fut ure ci vil service cl assi f i ed em­
ployees increaseso 

7. authorizes travel and transporta­
tion allowances for convalescing ser-
vice members. A 

The 5.6 percest increase in basic '91' 
pay is the a.mount required t o assure 
t hat the milit ary realizes the same 
overall salary increase granted this 
year to classified employees in the 
Federal civil service. 

In order for the new dependency al­
lowance to be awarded, a serviceman in 
E-1,2,3, or 4 must have a Q allotment 
in effect for his dependents.

The p1nt being--he 
might have relaxed the both of 
us with 11his last cigarette. 11 

You may wonder how I relate 
this to Flying Safety---If you 
are out with a basic crew, it 
would be unsafe to fly Ole 
Shakey home minus a crewmember.

~ HT LINE SAFETY 

from Ground Safety Newsletter 

A. recent accident involving personal 
disregard for individual safety shows 
a need for closer monitoring and sur­
veillance of f light-line activities. 

The acci dent involved a special pur­
pose vehicle (Case farm tractor) and 
a t ransient aircrew member. 

While towing an MD- -3 power unit 
and making a lef t t urn in f r ont of a 
c-130 ai rcraft , t he l eft front wheel 
of the tractor st ruck and passed over 
a crew member who was lying down on 
an unlighted rampo The vehi cl e had 
been in mot ion for approximately 50 
feet and was traveling at a speed of 
5 MPH or less. 

When personnel feel t he need for 
rest, they should be concerned enough 
for self-preservation to move to a 
safe areao An unlighted ramp is not, 
repeat is not, a safe area for smoke 

Q reaks~or cat-napso The see-and-be­
~ en concept is vitally important in 

areas of poor or inadequate lighting. 
Too often the attitude exists among 
some personnel that, 11 I can see him 
so he must see me. 11 This mistake has 
taken its toll in lives and injuries. 
Personnel error has consistently 
accounted for 50 per cent of the total 
A.ir Force accidnets. 

This area offers commanders and 
safety officers their most fertile 
field for accident prevention.

such items being retained for souvenir 
of display purposes must immediately 
report them to Detachment 3, 2701st 
Explosive Ordnance Bu?-lding 70~,•~xt. 
3632, or the safety office, Buildmg 
240 exto 3263. Proper steps may 
the~ be taken for inspection, dis­
arming, and/or disposal. 

RESERVISTS BREA.K A.11-TJME RECORD 

Continental A.ir Command offic­
ials announced that .during 1967, 
A.ir Force Reservists logged more 
than 94,353 flying hours, an in­
crease of over 7500 more than the 
previous year, which was a rec-
ord year. A. total of some 34,535 
tons of cargo were airlifted, near­
ly 9,000 tons more than in 1966. 
Their ton mileage was almost 68 
million miles, an increase of 25 
million over the corresponding 
period in 1966. Reservists also 
airlifted 75,367 passengers over 
40 million passenger miles. Sup­
port to the U.S. A.my and Marine 
Corps consisted of airdropping 
over 100,000 troops.
