Defense fund Cutback Ki I ls 
937th Globemaster Training 

Some six months after 
the 937th took control 
of it f rom the regular 
Air Force , Headquarters 
Air Force Reserve has 
ordered discontinuance 
of the Technical Train-
ing Unit (TTU) for ins-
truction o f C-124 pilots 
and engineers. 

When the 937th took 
the T1'U' s reins in Janu-
ary, the unit was respo-
nsible for training all 
military personnel --air 
reservists, guardsmen, 
and regulars in the 
C-124. 

Training wa s carr i ed 
on in a classroom frame-
work, with use o f a 
C-124 flight simulator 
to complete the course-
work. 

But the TTU program, 
under the direc tion of 
Lt. Col. Glen Emeraon , 

was dismantled t h i s 
month because of budget 
cutbacks ordered by the 
Department o f Defense. 

Lt. Col. William E. 
Stealey, 937th commande,; 
said the closing down of 
TTU would result in a 
net savings of $250,000 
per year. 

The unit cost $500,000 
per year to operate, Stea-
ley said, but the flight 
simulator will be kept in 
operati on to train pilots 
on an individual basis 
and for refresher courses 
so the savings amounted 
to only half that amount. 

Stealey said another 
fa c tor in closing the TTU 
was that no more Globe-
mas ter units are due to 
be created, ao that there 
no· longer wa s a real need 
for a classroom program 
to turn out C-124 pilots, 

co-pilots and flight eng-
i neers in large numbers. 

The Defense Department 
fiscal cutbakcs have aff-
ec ted the 937 th in other 
areas , too, Stealey said. 

The coaaander noted 
the unit is currently 
short nine full-time per-
sonnel and, due to DOD 
fiscal policy, cannot 
hire persons to replace 
those who retire, resign 
or leave the unit for 
other reasons. ""-. 

However, Stealey said " 
the personnel working 
with the TTU would not 
actually lose their jobs. 

He said the 937th will 
find spots in the unit 
for as •ny of them as 
possible, and others will 
go to other positions on 
Tinker or other Air Force 
bases.
