I know an officer who will tell you his most 
memorable recollection is of an occasion some four years 
ago . It seems he was approached one day by a fledgling 
airman fresh out of tech school, who had been assigned 
to the officer ' s branch division of an ICBM mai nte nance 
squadron. 

The airman had just returned from the fie ld after 
his first visit to a missile silo. With an ominous 
look in his eyes , the young t roop told the officer that 
he wanted nothing to do with a weapon designed to kill 
millions of people. 

After intently listening to this airman ' s remarks , 
the officer proceeded to explain that the real intent 
of the weapon systen , as well for that matter as our 
entire Air Force arsenal, is its deterrent infl uence 
from any potential aggressor . Its greatest value , he 
continued, would in fact be realized if we never had to 
go t o war. 

The officer's logic then hol ds especially t r ue for 
the role played by our military ' s r eserve forces today . 
A current Library Congress report says t he soviet Union 
leads the U.S. 2 . 5 to 1 in total nuclear megatonnage ,

by 225 percent in total atomic throw weight, and by 62 
percent in its strategic force budget. 

Other Russian leads are these : tanks, 42,000 to 
10,000; major combat ships , 226 to 181; attack sub­
marines, 253 to 73; SAM lawtchers, 9,500 to 330; 
cr uisers, 33 to 27. 

Of the major comparisons, the U. S . is ahead in 
total number of warheads, helicopters , aircraft car­
riers and tactical planes. The reserves share credit 
for t wo of these categor ies. Incr easing emphasis con­
tinues to shift upon r eserve components to take up 
slack in the deficient ar eas. 

Oh yes-- a.bout t he airman we we r e speaking of: He 
went on to become one of t he finest e l ectronic lab 
technicians in his squadr on , leading an award-winning , 
t hree-man team in command- wide competition i n 1975. 

Might we take a l esson in motivation and dedica­
tion toward our r ol es as reserve members from t he e x­
ample set by this airman? When you conside r the col d 
facts , our count ry can aff ord nothing l ess from us .

RESERVE PAY: 
A reserve pay check that's on target through the mail 

to your bank is a comfortable feeling indeed. Right now, 
20 percent of reserve checks serviced by the 507th CBPO 
are forwarded from ARPC to a financial organization 
(bank or credit union). The other 80 percent e nd up i n 
the 'ol mail box. 

If you have a post office box , your chances of having 
your check stolen are one electronic zero. But, if you 
have your ctieck sent to your home address , you need to be 
aware of the benefits of direct-bank deposits and the 
strangulations of home delivery. 

The biggest benefit is the security of the check. No 
need to listen for unknown shuffles on your front porch 
or have your mail box wired for sound. Any FBI agent 
can tell you about organized rings who do nothing but 
rob payroll checks from mail boxes . 

You could wait until the FBI knocks on your door 
advising you the neighborhood has been hit by mail-robb­
ing-check thieves and you see the look of utter disbelief 
on their faces when you reply , ' out smarted ' em , my check 
comes wrapped in a twinkie. ' 

When thieves canvass a neighborhood, they wait until 
the car is parked in the driveway for the evening. The 
sticker on the front bumper calls attention to where you 
work or have part-time affiliation - hence your address 
becomes a potential pay-day stick-up. 

Adding salt to the wound, the recovery of a lost or 
stolen check is not a simple 30-day action. It may take 
a minimun of three months before another check is re­
issued.

AHA, MY PAYDAY COMES BEFORi YOURS 

Most reservists are unaware that banks will forward 
your Earning Statement to your home address. After all, 
that ' s your mail and important mail it is to a reservist.. 

Moves are another way of messing with the checks and 
balances of the system. CBPO processes 40 to 60 change 
of addresses a month - still 10 percent never make it to 
the new address because the change didn ' t get hooked-up 
with the pay cycle or numerous other reasons. 

Safeguard your hard-earned reserve pay. Contact the 
Pay Section for a simple one-minute form you fill out 
requesting your check be mailed to your bank. 

Besides your pay being of interest to the reserves, 
action on your part may help your 'reserves' to draw 
more interest. 
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
